Updates and Highlights

As many of you know, during this past legislative session, State lawmakers had 

to make some painful decisions in order to confront the State’s ongoing fiscal 

crisis.  Because of this, we were hit particularly hard with a 29% overall 

reduction in our budget for the 2009-2011 biennium.  More than half of this 

reduction was specifically directed to closure of some Home Care Referral 

Registry sites.  As a result we had to eliminate Registry services in King, Douglas, 

Chelan, Okanogan, Ferry, Stevens, Garfield, Asotin, Columbia and Walla Walla 

counties.  (See state map with closures indicated on page 3). 

 

We remain optimistic that this is only a temporary setback and have begun 

working toward getting the funding necessary to re-open these Registry sites so 

that we can serve all of our customers throughout the state including 

consumers of in-home care services and the workers that provide these vital 

services to them.  To this end, we have updated our Strategic Plan for 2009-

2011 to include full funding for the statewide Referral Registry.  We are also 

nearing completion of the decision package that will serve as our official 

request for the funds necessary to accomplish this important goal.   

 

We wish to thank all of you who continue in your commitment and active 

support for the Referral Registry and the important services the Registry 

provides.   

 

JLARC  Performance Audit  

The Joint Legislative Audit and Review Committee (JLARC) has issued its 

Preliminary Report of the Performance Audit of the Home Care Quality 

Authority.   This report presents the preliminary results of the second JLARC 

performance audit of the Authority.   In 2008, in response to a 

recommendation from the first JLARC review, the Legislature directed JLARC to 

conduct this second evaluation, which is more narrowly focused on HCQA’s 

performance of its statutory duties. 
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JLARC  Performance Audit, continued  

In the report, JLARC concludes that HCQA is meeting its statutory duties, has 

integrated its performance measures into the daily operation of the agency, 

and has met or exceeded 14 of its 15 performance targets.    You can read the 

entire Preliminary Report of the HCQA Performance Audit at the link provided 

here: Performance Audit of the Home Care Quality Authority.   
 

JLARC works to make state government operations more efficient and 

effective.   JLARC’s non-partisan staff auditors, under the direction of the 

Legislative Auditor, conduct performance audits, program evaluations, sunset 

reviews, and other analyses assigned by the Legislature and the Committee.   

The Committee is comprised of an equal number of House members and 

Senators, Democrats and Republicans.  
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HCQA Board Position Vacancy  

 
The Home Care Quality Authority (HCQA) currently has an opening on our nine-member Board.  We are looking for 

interested candidates from Eastern Washington who are active in their community and willing to serve.  Interested 

candidates for this position must be current or former consumers of in-home care services.      
 

The Authority’s Board was established to regulate and improve the quality of in-home care services.  The Board also 

provides direction and guidance to HCQA staff.  The Board has a steadfast commitment to improve the quality of in 

home care services. They provide a bedrock of support for consumer rights and remain consistently united in their 

advocacy for consumer choice.   Board members are also active in their communities and organizations, educating 

the public and pursuing activities intended to support the Authority’s Mission. 
 

Each board member serves a term of up to three years and attends six board meetings per year.  This is a non-paid 

position, but authorized travel expenses are reimbursed.

Collective Bargaining Process Nearing Closure    

For most of this summer, SEIU Healthcare775NW and the State of Washington have been engaged in negotiations for 

a new collective bargaining agreement covering in-home care workers.  At this point, the parties have not been able 

to reach agreement on several issues that includes creation of a Taft-Hartley trust to manage possible future 

retirement benefits and pay differential for workers who receive training certification.   Both of these issues were  

recently presented to Arbitrator Timothy Williams  and his decision and award should be forthcoming. 
 

As you may recall earlier this year, the Governor did not include funding in her budget for the individual providers 

collective bargaining agreement that was awarded by Arbitrator Williams in 2008.  However, the legislature did 

appropriate funding for training through the SEIU 775NW Training Partnership as legislatively mandated.  In addition, 

the legislature provided for a 3% increase in health care funding for in-home care workers in both FY 2010 and 2011.     

 

The release of YOUR CHOICE: How to Hire an Individual 

Provider , the video produced by HCQA, to assist 

consumers interested in hiring their own home care worker, 

has been very well received, with well over a 1,000 DVDs 

requested and distributed since its release in February 

2009.  In addition, the HCQA YouTube channel has tracked 

hundreds of downloaded views of the video.
